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We have decided to follow the established format of the abstract template to make the work of the regular participants of these meetings little bit easier. This is the regular text. The title of the abstract should be meaningful and as short as possible. Use the blue cell right up to write a keyword for your contribution. (e.g. Archaeometry, Geochemistry, Uncertainties, Detectors, Forensic, PGAA etc.). 

Start paragraphs as shown here. The abstract should not exceed one A4 page. Tables and Graphics can be integrated to the text as well; however do not exceed the one page limit.
Headings
For better orientation, the text can be divided into sections as this example shows. The introduction should be however not separately entitled to save some space.
Text below the heading will not be indented in contrast to a new paragraph like here.

Graphics, photos, drawings etc. can be part of the text (see Fig. 1). Concerning colored figures: the abstract volume will be posted at the SAAGAS 24 web page [1] in full color. However, the printed version distributed among the participants will be black and white. Please, keep it in mind while creating the figures. 
The resolution of the figures should not be smaller than 300 dpi (approx. 1000 pixels per text width).
